How can I be forgiven of my sins and 

receive eternal life?
Although we are sinners, God loves us.  His love is 
seen as he sent His Son,    Jesus Christ, to die as 
a substitute for sinners.  Jesus conquered death 
in resurrection and thus can offer forgiveness and 
spiritual life to all who turn from their sin and put 
their faith solely in him.  If we repent of our sin and 
put our faith in Jesus, we can be forgiven.  You 
could pray a simple prayer like this one- “God, I 
believe that you love me, and that you gave your 
Son, Jesus Christ, to die in my place to bear the 
punishment for my sin.  I choose to turn away 
from sin, and I ask you to forgive me based on 
my faith in Jesus.”
